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THE ETHNONYM “NOGATI” IN THE SOURCE OF THE 16TH CENTURY

“MADZHMU AT-TAVARIKH”

Abstract

This article is devoted to the study of the origin of the ethnonym Nogai. The author analyzes the main versions
of the origin of ethnic naming using available sources, in particular information from the source of the 16th century
“Madzhmu at-Tavarikh”. On the basis of the analysis of information from eastern sources, the author proposes his
own hypothesis of the origin of the ethnonym “Nogai”, supporting it with information from other sources, traditional
lineages-shezhere and dastans of the “Nogai cycle”. The author of the article associates the adoption of this ethnonym
with service, subordination and prestige, based on the fact of priority in the adoption of Islam, in conditions when Uzbek
Khan made it the state religion of the Golden Horde. Later, the Kungrats, Mangyts, Ases, Kipchaks and Chingizid
Khans, who adopted the ethnonym, became its main distributors in the post-Golden Horde period.
